What is ARENU (A-RE-NEW)?

The Association of Retired Employees of Northeast Utilities is an organization of
individuals who have either retired from NU or are former employees receiving an NU
pension.

What is the purpose of ARENU?

for their interest and enjoyment. Also, many opportunities are available for those
members willing to become involved in organizing and helping out with the many
activities sponsored by ARENU.

e ARENU publishes a bi-monthly newsletter titled A-RE-NEWS that is aimed at
keeping members informed of upcoming events, meetings and programs.

Of approximately 7,500 NU retirees and surviving spouses, more than 3,150 are members
of ARENU, including retired employees of CL&P, CYAPCO, HELCO, HWP, NAESCO,
NGS, NNECO, NUSCO, PSNH, WMECO and YES. ARENU maintains chapters in
Connecticut, Massachusetts and New Hampshire to better serve members who reside in
these areas.
